“On March 31, Lois Rajski Schobert
died. She had lung cancer. I really was



depressed when I read her obit... She and
I grew up on opposite sides of Lake Bluff
Blvd., her house on the north side and
mine directly across the street on the
south side. We played jacks, card games,
lots of hide- and seek games such as Kick
the Can, Red Light, Green Light,
Washington Poke, etc. Seems there were
lots of kids our age on that patch of Lake
Bluff Blvd. I remember summer evenings
when it was dusk when we played the
hide and seek games. Seems like there
were at least ten of us always getting
together. We also skated up and down
and around that block. On my side of the
street, the driveways were hilly and we
patched up many an elbow or knee from
falling down those driveways. Lois' father
owned a pharmacy on the northwest
corner of Lake Bluff and Oakland. When
we were in our early teens and her parents
were visiting out of town for a night, we'd
stay overnight at Lois' and then she'd get
the key to get into the drug store. We'd all
sneak over there and make our own hot
fudge sundaes and ice cream cones —
whatever we wanted. We sound like a
bunch of hooligans, but it was really just
a bit of "exciting" fun. I remember, too,
staying over night there with about four
other girls. We made so much noise into
the night that my mother called me to
come home because the neighbors
couldn't sleep! It is so hard to lose good
friends and, although I didn't see a lot of
Lois except for reunion committee
meetings, [ will always remember her
during our early years as being a good
friend.

Statistics

So how is our class doing? Well we
count in all 246 class members (there’s a
little squishiness about that, what with
some not quite graduating due to the war
and so forth). As of this writing 130
survive and 110 are deceased, which
leaves six that we have”’lost” over the
years. Of the 110 men in the class 49% are
still living, while of the 128 ladies 61%
survive.
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
